Course Description

This course will allow students to develop lifelong, active music listening skills that will enable them to
understand and enjoy music of all kinds.

The Fall semester will be devoted to Western music methods and concepts. Students will learn basic
concepts of pitch, rhythm, form, dynamics, and timbre. They will learn to describe what they hear using
these concepts and practice these skills in weekly listening logs. Weekly assignments will test their
knowledge of the concepts taught in each class session.

During the Spring semester, the students will apply their knowledge through a study of the development
of Western music from the Middle Ages to the current day. Students will discover the origins of musical
styles, techniques, instruments, and genres, then trace their evolution over time. Weekly listening logs
will consist of representative musical examples, and assignments will test their knowledge of the musical
vocabulary and history of each period.



Course Requirements or Prerequisites

Students will need access to a music streaming platform (Spotify* or Apple Music) and YouTube to
complete listening assignments.

* Spotify has a free subscription that would allow students to access all assigned listening.

Student Responsibilities

Students will be responsible for submitting weekly listening logs and assignments prior to each class
meeting. Students should be prepared to discuss their listening logs with the class. Students will

participate in class conversations about deeply subjective topics, and they will help each other refine and
discover new tastes and ideas in a collaborative environment.
