Course Description

Biblical Foundations: Old Testament is designed to be an elective survey class focusing on
key stories in the first testament. Students will be exposed to the beauty of the Old
Testament with the chief aim for them to build confidence in studying God's Word. The
course will be divided into two sections: the Old Testament in 40 points and an overview of
the 39 Old Testament books. The bulk of the class instruction will be discussion based on the
lessons that students complete at home during the week: Scripture reading, readings in the
textbook, reflection questions, filling in maps, etc. The primary goals for this class are for
students to get an overarching view of the Old Testament, practice appropriate discussion in
class, and learn how to turn work in properly and on time.

Student Responsibilities

One of the aims of this course is to help 7th-9th grade students grow from their
elementary years and prepare for high school - both in responsibility and behavior.
Completion of pre-class readings/workbook pages and appropriate participation in class
discussion will be expected from each student.

Grades will be calculated from in weekly assignments, in-class quizzes, mid-term exams,
semester exams, and class participation.
