Course Description

Students will survey American Literature from the time of the Native Americans through the
colonial, romantic, transcendentalist, and modern periods. The course discusses the
development of American Literature as a genre using novels, short stories, plays, and poetry.
Students will annotate, interpret and respond in writing to prose, poetry, and non-fiction
representative of various literary periods. The course includes memorization of key
selections.

Students will continue the skills they learned in Literary Analysis through a variety of
selections from various American authors. This will include continued experience with
teacher, parent and peer feedback with revision and proofreading. Experience in evaluating
different authors and literary movements will also be part of this course.

This course requires that students:

read with insight and communicate their ideas with clarity, conciseness and creativity,
commit to personal style and vocabulary development, participate fully in the writing process
through brainstorming, outlining, drafting, revision, proofreading, and editing, and come to
class prepared to discuss the assigned pieces.



Course Requirements or Prerequisites

Students need to have prior experience with literary analysis and composition through my
Literary Analysis class or equivalent. The student should be a fluent reader who does not
need support understanding the basic plot of a story.

The student should be able to write an organized analytical essay with in-text citations.
Please contact me if you have not taken Literary Analysis so we can make sure this is the
right class for you.

Student Responsibilities

This is a survey course with a high volume of reading material and information from
lecture and class discussions. Students must learn to take thorough notes and arrange to
get notes from a peer if absent. All assignments should be typed unless otherwise noted.
Students are expected to bring materials to class. Students who are strong readers
should expect to spend 45- 60 minutes per day reading, completing homework
