	Course Description: Literature and Composition 2 is a language arts course designed to help students practice the steps of the writing process through assignments involving descriptive narration, point of view, narrative voice, persuasion, outlining, and essays. Using CommonLit and a variety of teacher created sources, students complete compositions, including planning worksheets, skill builders, and various drafts with corresponding editorial checklists. Students also study quality literature, engaging in class discussions that introduce literary terms and apply the authorsﰯ themes to the world around them. They continually review the rules of English grammar and apply that knowledge to all of their writing endeavors. Students will read and analyze 3-4 novels, as well as short stories, informational articles, and poetry.

	Course Requirements: Students should have a comprehensive understanding of basic grammatical concepts: identifying nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, and prepositional phrases; identifying sentences and fragments, subjects and verbs; applying the rules of capitalization and punctuation.



Students should be able to follow the writing process, and write paragraphs following

the ﰰ topic, support, concludeﰱ format that include the basic sentence variations introduced in WriteShop I: paired adjectives, present participle, -ly adverb phrase, prepositional phrase, simile, appositive, and subject-verb sentence. 



Completion of Literature & Composition 1 is preferred; if not, students must take the placement test.
