Course Description

This course will be a continuation of the language skills learned in Spanish 1. At the
beginning of the year, a student in this class should be competent in first year Spanish
grammar concepts and have a solid grasp of the vocabulary introduced in year one. We will
practice reading, writing, listening, and speaking skills in class. We will also touch on cultural
products and practices that will enrich the students' understanding and use of the language.
Since this course will only meet once a week, | will also have a weekly hour of dedicated time
where students can join my Google Meet classroom to practice conversational Spanish or
ask clarifying questions about their work. (Details for accessing this classroom will be
provided.) Students will be required to attend at least half of these meetings each semester. |
highly encourage participation in order to build confidence in their speaking abilities, which
will be key for functional application of the language.



Course Requirements or Prerequisites

Spanish 1 is a prerequisite for the class with at least a C average in the second
semester. In addition, students must pass a placement test for admission into the class.

Student Responsibilities

Students should review their vocabulary and new grammar concepts daily. Assignments
are expected on-time. Students must take thorough notes in class and participate with
reading, writing, listening, and speaking. Students are required to participate in at least
half of the Google Meet hours each semester.

Tests and Grades

Weekly vocabulary and/or grammar quiz 30% of semester grade
