	Course Description: Survey of American Government and its origins, as well as the landscape of lawmaking and politics. This course offers an opportunity to engage the traditions of Constitutionality as well as current hot-button issues such as the 2024 national election, Executive power, Judicial review, Legislative processes, and national security.

Students will learn how to organize and evaluate information from current and historical events, government policy and current politics. The 1/2 year credit is based on 17 weeks of 90 minute classes. It is expected that weekly outside assignments and preparation will take 2-3 hours per week.

Weekly reading and written assignments complement the thorough classroom experience where the student is expected to be open to an "atmosphere" of learning which includes fanatical participation. Each class will include a detailed lecture based on prior assignments. Students passing the class will not only receive 1/2 credit, but also will have a working knowledge of the U.S. Constitution and current politics, as well as its origins.

Government is an honors course at BHC requiring in-depth and critical thinking.
	Course Requirements: *Working knowledge of basic American history.

*Ability to work independently.

*Ability to work consistently for 17 weeks in and out of the classroom.

Weekly assignments vary, but generally include most of the following:

* Read the textbooks, usually one-two chapters in entirety per week. 
* Complete the REVIEW and CRITICAL THINKING questions in complete writing. 
* Many weeks  a chapter outline is handed out in class or posted to students.
* Take an in-class quiz.
* Write a "narration" and/or essay at least three times a month, typically on a primary source, major event, or comparison of issues. Narrations will be assigned specifically.
* Research the assigned web site pages by taking notes, answering questions, writing brief bios, exploring animated features, etc.
* Memorization of primary source passages: Declaration of Independence and Constitution.
* Tests are primarily completed in-class, but sometimes done at home and posted online.
