Course Description

Using the Tapestry of Grace Curriculum as our guide, we will explore the history, literature (optional) and
geography of the 20th century through modern day. Each week we will discuss the reading that has been
assigned and engage with the subject matter through lecture and discussion. We will also explore the
geography of the areas we are studying through maps. Students have the option of reading great works
of literature from our time period as well. Students will work on crafting compelling historical arguments
into written essays, and will engage in public speaking, both formally and informally, to help build their
confidence in articulating thoughts, organizing ideas and forming arguments.
