	Course Description: The United States History II Course is designed to cover periods of US History beginning with the post-civil war years (1870s) through today. Each week we will discuss the reading that has been assigned, and engage with the subject matter through lecture and discussion.  We will work on crafting compelling historical arguments into written essays. Students will also engage in public speaking, both formally and through dialogue, to help build confidence in articulating thoughts, organizing ideas and forming arguments. The course is designed for motivated college-bound students, looking to demonstrate academic achievement, higher order thinking skills and the ability to work independently.
