Course Description

This course is designed to prepare students for future mathematics courses in the college
transfer curriculum and/or for Algebra Il at the highschool level. The course begins by
exploring set theory to explain the three undefined terms of Euclidean Geometry - points,
lines and planes. From there, we will study set theory so that all other geometric terms can be
defined. After laying this vocabulary foundation, we will apply the difference between
postulates and theorems so that a deep study of logic and reasoning will give students the
ability to deduce true from false based on logic laws and principles. This study of logic will
give students the necessary tools to make valid, sound arguments in which they will build the
basis of Geometry as we know it today. They will prove properties of parallel and
perpendicular lines, properties of 2 dimensional n-sided figures, properties of congruent and
similar triangles, properties of circles and lines tangent/secant to them, and properties of 3
dimensional n-sided figures. In addition to proving these theorems, they will have the ability to
apply them in real-world situations so that their algebra skills stay sharp for their future
mathematics courses.



Course Requirements or Prerequisites

Students who are most successful in this course have completed Algebra | with a solid
understanding of the material. A review packet of skills that you are expected to have
mastered will be due on the first day of class. It is highly encouraged that you use your
time wisely reviewing these skills so that you are prepared for the work ahead. This
course does not shy away from proofs, and students will be expected to try proofs on a
regular basis. For some students proofs come naturally, but for others it does not.
Keeping an open mind and being unafraid to take risks when trying something new is key
to feeling successful in this course.

Much analytical thinking is
involved in geometry which requires attention to detail and following directions. Students
are responsible for completing and checking homework, participating in class, and
preparing for tests and quizzes.
