Course Description

This course will use Apologia's Exploring Creation with Advanced Biology textbook to focus
on the anatomy and physiology of the eleven systems of the human body. There will be a
heavy emphasis on scientific vocabulary throughout the course. The lab component will
include microscopy, specimen collection, identification, and dissection. Lab dissections will
include a cow eye, a cow heart, and a fetal pig. Dissections will take place in the spring
semester. Students will extensively use their understanding of the scientific method through
supervised experiments and graded laboratory reports. Students will also focus on the
practical application of the material in order to help them learn how to better care for their
bodies.
