Course Description

Important life science concepts like cells, the structure of DNA, human body systems and classification will
be introduced in General Science. The students will also study famous scientists and the scientific
method. They will perform experiments that will help them learn to make observations, form questions,
make predictions, test hypotheses and analyze results. Students will also learn about the earth, studying
the many geologic features found in creation as well as the effects of a worldwide flood.

The students will learn to record information with lab reports. Each student will bring home a folder at the
end of the class with their own lab reports, photos and journal entries. Building a density tower, creating a
petrified log, growing bacteria, using a fire extinguisher and making gases with chemical reactions are just
a few of the experiences that will be recorded in the journal.



Course Requirements or Prerequisites

The students need to understand the basics of multiplication and division for the chapter about simple
machines. A calculator can be used for this chapter.

Student Responsibilities

The students should have access to the internet, be able to take proctored tests at home every two to
three weeks, be able to copy in-class notes from the board, be able to complete weekly homework on time
and be able to read and memorize at a 7th grade level. All experiments and demonstrations will be
completed in the classroom.

Tests and Grades

Chapter tests are given every two to three weeks. Parents proctor the test at home and the student
uploads the test to Google Classroom. There are a few in-class tests each semester. Homework is
checked weekly and is a part of the semester grade. Grades are recorded and can always be viewed on
Google Classroom.
