	Course Description: Life Science students will study cells, genetics, plants, animals, human anatomy/physiology and the classification system.  During class the students will complete many experimental demonstrations, record observations in a journal, memorize 100 Greek and Latin science root words and learn to use a microscope.  
  
At the end of the year, each student will take home a personal journal with information about classroom experiences.  Making mozzarella cheese, painting with chlorophyll, growing bacteria in petri dishes, finding the DNA of a banana and using a mortar and pestle are popular examples of the demonstrations in our classroom.

	Course Requirements: Life Science has no math and there are no math prerequisites.


Students can complete this class for a 9th grade high school credit with additional work.  A 9th grade student will need to complete two dissections at home at an additional cost of $30.  The cost can be paid in full during the second semester.   Dissection kits for the worm and the starfish will be provided to each 9th grade student.  All the supplies and directions will be included.  The student will complete the dissections at home and provide the teacher with a lab report for each dissection.
	Student Responsibilities: The students should have access to the internet, be able to take proctored tests at home every two to three weeks, be able to copy in-class notes from the board, be able to complete weekly homework on time and be able to read and memorize at an 8th grade level.  All experiments and demonstrations will be completed in the classroom
	Tests and Grades: Chapter tests are given every two to three weeks.  Parents proctor the test at home and the student uploads the test to Google Classroom.  There are a few in-class tests each semester.  Homework is checked weekly and is a part of the semester grade.  Grades are recorded and can always be viewed on Google Classroom.
