Course Description

This course is a full credit high school science course including a lab. This course will cover

such topics as the scientific method, states of matter, atomic structure, chemical bonds, the periodic
table, reactions and energy, our atmosphere, the structure of the earth, the physics of motion, the
fundamental forces of creation, Newton's Laws, gravity, sound, light, magnetism and scientific research.
This course will include demonstrations of the concepts and hands on experiments to enhance
understanding of the concepts.



Course Requirements or Prerequisites

The student must be currently enrolled in Algebra 1 or have completed Algebra 1.

Student Responsibilities

The student will be required to read/study each module (lesson) as well as complete the module
notebook pages, on your own questions, and study guide questions. The student will be expected to fully
participate in classroom discussion and weekly experiments. The student will be responsible for
completing weekly lab reports. The student will take module tests in class.

Tests and Grades

Tests are taken approximately every two weeks. The tests will be graded and returned to the student.
Tests are 50% of the grade. They will also receive a lab grade each semester. Lab reports are 35% of
the grade. Homework grades are based off class participation, completion of study guide questions,
notebook pages, and on your own questions. Homework/Class Participation is 15% of the grade.
