	Tests and Grades: Tests are taken approximately every two weeks. The tests will be graded and returned to the student. Tests are 50% of the grade. They will also receive a lab grade each semester. Lab reports are 35% of the grade.  Homework grades are based off class participation, completion of study guide questions, and on your own questions.  Homework/Class Participation is 15% of the grade.
	Student Responsibilities: The student will be required to read/study each module (lesson) as well as complete the module on your own questions and study guide questions. The student will be expected to fully participate in classroom discussion and weekly experiments. The student will be responsible for completing weekly lab reports. The student will take module tests in class .
	Additional Information: Physical Science with Lab may be an honors class at Brook Hills Co-op provided the student completes the extra honors work. It covers the material described in more depth, consists of a greater time component, and requires critical thinking. For the honors designation to be given, the student must have an overall average of an A or B and complete additional work assigned. Each week, honors students will complete extra in-depth assignments which may include  submitting additional homework assignments , completing any bonus questions on tests, leading a small group in the class labs, performing and evaluating additional labs at home, and preparing and presenting on relevant topics assigned. Honors work will add approximately 45 minutes of work per week to the regular assignments.
