	Course Description: Zoology is a year long science elective course that will provide students with an in-depth view of the animal kingdom.  We will gradually progress through the animal kingdom phylum-by-phylum from the simplest organized (sea sponges) to the most complex (birds and mammals).  This knowledge will help students to understand other topics of interest — animal anatomy, development, behavior, diversity, ecology and habitat, as they relate to animals.  We will be studying invertebrates and vertebrates as well as a further study of marine life more in the second semester.  Marine biology topics we will explore include some basic principles of oceanography, coastlines, habitats, marine animals and some marine plants.  This is an optional lab course but will have approximately 3 dissections (squid, starfish, shark) and others will also be used as demonstrations. Some potential field trips (not an academic requirement) include the Birmingham Zoo, aquariums, sea labs, and farms. This class will also have a few projects throughout the full academic year in addition to class lectures such as an insect collection and presentations of animal species.
