Course Description

This course will prepare students for Algebra 1. Pre-Algebra focuses on building
problem-solving skills. We will work together to increase their number sense with both
concrete and abstract thinking. Topics will include arithmetic, simplifying algebraic
expression, evaluating single and multi-variable equations, data analysis, introduction to
number theory, graphing, measurement, exponents, square roots, and introduction to
geometry.



Course Requirements or Prerequisites

Students should have a comprehensive understanding of basic mathematical concepts
including, but not limited to, addition, subtraction, multiplication, division, number lines,
positive/negative numbers, place value, measurements, decimals, and fractions.

Students who are new to the math program at BHC will take a math placement test to
determine the most effective math course sequence.
