 Discovering Design
 with Biology Lab

This two-hour class is the lab component of a two-semester high school biology course using the Berean Builders text book Discovering Design with 
Biology by Dr. Paul Madtes Jr. and Dr. Jay L. Wile. This course is a thorough introduction to how living organisms are designed and classified, how 
they interact with one another, and how they interact with their physical environment. Throughout the course, your student will see that life is the 
result of design and that organisms have been given the ability to adapt to their surroundings, as well as learn to identify the problems associated 
with modern evolutionary thinking.

Concepts covered include the chemical processes for life, the structures of RNA and DNA, and cell design, After a thorough survey of the different 
kinds of organisms found in nature (archaea, bacteria, protists, fungi, invertebrates, vertebrates, and plants), your student will then learn about 
ecosystems and the biogeochemical cycles that keep environments hospitable to life. Labs include extracting DNA from fruit, examining the effects 
of temperature and pH on enzymes, exploring osmosis and diffusion, building a pedigree, culturing bacteria, growing and examining fungi, 
identifying the stages of mitosis, and analyzing the microscopic structure of plants and animals. There are also four dissection experiments: the 
earthworm, crayfish, fish, and frog.

Homework: Each student should plan on 1-2 hours per week preparing for lab, completing the lab write-ups, and studying for lab quizzes. The 
structure of class will vary from week to week but may include lecture, additional notes, microscope work, dissection, or some other demonstration or 
lab activity. In addition, each chapter in the text will take your student about 2 weeks to complete. Students should plan on a few hours per week to 
read the text, work through the "Comprehension Check" problems, answer the "Review" questions, and do the chapter tests. This work is done under 
the guidance and supervision of a parent. Parent responsibility will include monitoring and grading all the work from the text (“Comprehension 
Check” and “Review” questions) and proctoring and grading the chapter tests. I will grade lab notebooks, lab write-ups, and lab quizzes.
My recommendation is that 1. Homework and assignments; 2. Chapter Tests; and 3. Lab be weighted 1/3 each of total course grade. 

Prerequisites: MS general science class and/or life science class
Class supplies: textbook Discovering Design with Biology by Dr. Paul Madtes Jr. and Dr. Jay L. Wile, published by Berean Builders. Parents will also 
need the Answer Key & Tests for the text. Students will need to bring to class each week a 3-ring binder (2 inch) with loose leaf paper and 4 dividers, 
ruler, pencils, pens, colored pencils, scissors, lab coat (optional) and safety goggles (required).

This two-hour class is the lab component of a two semester high school chemistry course using the Berean Builders text, Discovering Design with 
Chemistry by Dr. Jay L. Wile [ ISBN: 978-0-9962784-6-1 ]. The text and class are taught from a Biblical worldview acknowledging God as creator of 
everything. 'This course covers fundamental aspects of chemistry such as the classification of matter, atomic structure, spectroscopy, chemical 
bonding, molecular geometry, physical change, chemical change, stoichiometry, solutions, ideal gases, acid/base chemistry, reduction/oxidation 
reactions, thermochemistry, thermodynamics, kinetics, and chemical equilibrium. Weaving together concepts and their mathematical applications, 
the course teaches students how to think as a chemist so they can analyze the major changes that occur in matter. Throughout the course, the 
student is shown how chemistry reveals the amazing design that exists all around us. From the details of atomic structure to the makeup of the very 
air that we breathe, chemistry shows us the marvelous handiwork of God.'  The instructor will provide all the equipment, materials, and supplies 
necessary for each lab class.

Homework: Students should plan on a minimum of 2 hours per week to write lab reports and to prepare for class.  More time will be needed to read 
all the material in the textbook, complete homework, and to take the tests provided by the curriculum.

Eleven-year-old Caddie Woodlawn, the middle child in her large family, is a red-headed tomboy who rebels at her mother’s and older sister’s 
attempts to make her more ladylike, preferring instead the wild adventures she has with her two close brothers. Those adventures include such 
unladylike actions as swimming, ice skating, and rescuing the school from a prairie fire. Caddie doesn’t realize it, but her own unique gifts are being 
developed as she grows up in the woods of Wisconsin. Similar to the Little House series, Caddie Woodlawn is set during the Civil War, and details the 
life of a pioneer family. Unlike Little House, there are more scrapes and fun along the way. There are also Biblical truths illuminated in each chapter. 
Because the story focuses on Caddie and her brothers, along with their dog Nero, this book can be enjoyed equally by both boys and girls. Students 
in this class will learn about the author, granddaughter of the real Caddie Woodlawn, study the geography of Massachusetts, Wisconsin, and 
England, and will be introduced to character development, plot, setting, and how an author’s descriptive storytelling engages readers. Vocabulary 
will be defined to aid in comprehension and oral questions will be used to assess students listening skills. Accompanying arts and crafts lessons, 
coloring pages, and mapping of the geographic setting will be included to enrich student learning. 

Homework:  There are twenty-four chapters in the book. Because the book is a slightly more complex read than the Little House books, one chapter 
will be read aloud in class each week and another will be assigned as homework. The recommended reading level is for ages 8-12, but the content is 
appropriate for ages 8-14. Students needing help with reading are welcome to have their parents assist with reading each week.
Prerequisites:  None

5th - 7th The Civil War Era in Literature

This class will provide a gentle introduction to the Civil War era by introducing students to some of the characters, both real and imagined, that 
lived during that time period. The first semester we will read Trailblazer of the Seas by Jean Lee Latham. It is an absorbing biography of Matthew 
Fontaine Maury, the man considered to be the father of modern oceanography. In the early 1800’s the voyage from New York to San Francisco took 
six months. Then Maury, a lieutenant in the US Navy, blazed a trail for ships to follow. The first ship to follow Maury’s directions based on his wind 
and current charts cut nearly two months off that time. The book is an entertaining read and a great lesson in character and perseverance. 

Prior to Thanksgiving break students will be introduced to Louisa May Alcott and her short story, An Old Fashioned Thanksgiving. Reading of Alcott’s 
Christmas stories will complete the semester. In the spring, we’ll review Louisa May Alcott and read her fictional work Little Women. This story, set in 
New England during the Civil War, is about four sisters: tomboyish Jo, beautiful Meg, fragile Beth and romantic Amy. Along with their mother, they 
are responsible for keeping a home while their father is off to war.  Both boys and girls can enjoy this story as male characters are introduced and 
play a major role along the way. The elements of a classic (plot, character, theme, style and setting), will be discussed and recorded, vocabulary 
related to each chapter will be discussed, comprehension questions will be included, and art and enrichment activities will be round out the study. 
Invincible Louisa: The Story of the Author of Little Women, by Cornelia Meigs will be an optional assignment for sixth and seventh graders to 
compliment the reading of Little Women in class.

Homework: One optional book for older students, plus some outside reading. Homework will be about 30 minutes a week but should not exceed 45 
minutes.
Prerequisites: None
Class supplies: Three-ring notebook, colored pencils or markers, pencil, eraser, and a copy of each of the following books: Trailblazer of the Seas by 
Jean Lee Latham, ISBN 9781948959438, Invincible Louisa: The Story of the Author of Little Women, by Cornelia Meigs, ISBN 9780326565943, and Little 
Women by Louisa May Alcott.

Dual Enrollment
Registration details for dual enrollment with CCU Academy:

Students must be 15 to apply for the spring 2025 semester. In addition, online classes are asynchronous, meaning that lectures are pre-recorded so that students are not required to login to the course at a specific time. Instead, there are weekly deadlines in 
the course that allow students to complete their work when they are able throughout the week.

Applications for the spring semester are available now.  APPLY HERE!  Students may register for courses once their application is accepted. It normally takes 1-2 weeks for a dual enrollment application to be accepted. Registration will be open until January 7,

8th - 12th Photography Through Art 
Appreciation

This engaging and enriching class combines the principles of photography with the depth of art appreciation. By intertwining these two disciplines, 
students will gain a holistic understanding of both the technical and artistic aspects of photography, while also cultivating a deeper appreciation 
for the visual arts. To understand that creativity runs through each of us is truly a gift that God has given us.  It is so important to be able to harness 
that gift and, in this case, harness it through the medium of photography. Within this class students will truly grasp what photography is; in its 
entirety, and how to use it in a way that expresses who they are and who God has created them to be. Within this class they will understand the 
aspects of photography, conceptualization when creating photography, how to present a photo, and have exposure to postproduction when editing 
photos. They will gain understanding in story telling through the medium of photography by conceptualizing appreciation, evaluation, 
authentication, and exhibition. This will be done through lectures, discussions, hands-on projects, and presentations, students will develop essential 
skills in photography, critical thinking, and visual literacy. 

Course Objectives:

1. To introduce students to the fundamentals of photography, including composition, lighting, exposure, and camera techniques.
2. To explore various genres of photography, such as portrait, landscape, documentary, and experimental, through the lens of art history and 
theory.
3. To encourage critical thinking and analysis by examining photographs as artistic expressions within cultural, social, and historical contexts.
4. To foster creativity and self-expression through hands-on photography projects and assignments.
5. To develop visual literacy skills and the ability to communicate ideas effectively through images.

Homework: There will be one assignment a week. Independent student time will be required: approximately 1 to 2 hours.
